Abstract: The article presents an analysis of the anthropological material obtained during archaeological excavations of the multi-
layered settlement Chobruchi in the Lower Dniester region. Two human skeletons (excavations of 2005), which were in rounded pits,
were studied. Fragments of handmade and wheel-made pottery, as well as the lower jaw of a dog, were found in one of the graves
at the feet of the buried. A few pottery fragments belong to the Getae culture. Standard anthropological methods of investigation
were used while working with human skeletons. As a result, it was found that they belonged to mature women of 40-50 years and

of 45-60 years, with a height of 145 cm and 156 cm. In addition, various pathological changes were detected (defeat of the phalanx
of the finger, fistula on the mandible, dental caries, etc.). The future researches of the anthropological materials from the Chobruchi
settlement will offer the opportunity of studying a number of important topics, the main of which is the ethnical aspect.

In this regard, the appearance of new sites belonging to a
sedentary population on the banks of the Dniester River is
of great scientific interest. The Chobruchi settlement is an
example which, in our opinion, can be considered one of the
most important and significant sites of the region.

The Chobruchi settlement is situated on the left bank of the
Dniester River, between the Slobodzeya town and Chobruchi
village (fig. 1, 2). It is located on a slope elevation on the
Ternovka and Parkany terraces of the Dniester River, and is
directly adjoined to the floodplain.

The archaeological excavations of the site were conducted
for 13 years (1993-1996, 2001-2002, 2004-2006, 2010,
2012-2014). During this time, an area of 1,785 m* was
studied and 196 complexes were excavated. Most of the
structures (178) are storage pits. Sixteen complexes, most
likely, were dwellings or other household premises. Three
buildings were used for funerary purposes, human skeletons
being found inside.

The best represented category of finds is that of handmade
and wheel-made pottery. A total of 13,333 fragments
were found, of which 8510 (63.8%) belong to handmade
ceramic vessels. The remaining 4823 fragments (36.2%)
belonged mainly to ancient Greek vessels (storage vessels
and tableware). The predominance of handmade vessels

in comparison to the wheel-made pottery testifies to the
barbarian basis of the settlement, where the Thracian
component dominated, together with elements of Scythian
culture. The presence of pottery indicates the close trade
connections of the local population with the Greek world.

The chronology of the site is quite wide, allowing us to
speak about the multi-layered character of the Chobruchi
settlement. The chronological framework of the settlement
was established mainly based on the analysis of ceramics.
Today we can confidently say that the lower limit of the
site dates back to the border of the 7% - 6% centuries

BC. This date is confirmed by findings of handmade
pottery (Barsesti-Ferigele group) and wheel-made pottery
(Clazomen, Chios and Lesbos, East-Greek, Attic and grey-
grained) (fig. 3). An insignificant collection of Early Hallstatt
ceramics was revealed while examining the handmade
vessels of the Chobruchi settlement. This ceramic,
probably, is the reason for the dating of the site as early

as the beginning of the 1< millennium BC. Only a detailed
analysis of the Early Hallstatt ceramic set will allow one

to unequivocally answer the existing question. The lower
chronological border, most likely, does not exceed the limits
of the 2" century BC, as evidenced by amphora material,
including stamped handles (Sinope and Rhodes), as well as
handmade vessels of the Poienesti-Lukashevka type (fig. 4/
A5). In addition, the pottery dated to the 5 - 3 centuries
BC is quite representative on the Chobruchi settlement.

It is, as a rule, handmade pottery of Thracian (fig. 4/1-3)
and, to a lesser degree, Scythian origin (fig. 4/4), amphorae
produced in Black Sea and Mediterranean centres (fig. 4/B),
as well as Greek tableware (fig. 4/C). Thus, we can say with
confidence that the Chobruchi settlement functioned for
several centuries, without any significant chronological
discontinuities.

Three human graves, found in the settlement area among
the excavated complexes, deserve special attention. The
description and the attempt to interpret these burials have
already been undertaken (®ugenbckuin 2006, 213-216).
Therefore, we confine ourselves to mentioning some of the
most important points.

The first collective grave, consisting of three deceased (?),
was revealed in one of the pits in the floor of an in-depth
dwelling excavated in 1993 (fig. 5). Among the human
bones was found the skull of a dog. The anthropological
analysis revealed that the skeletons belonged to two
mature women (50-55 years) and to a young one (20-25
years), and also to a child of 6-7 years (LLlep6aTiok 1997,
24). The entire complex should be dated to the first half of
the 2" century BC based on the find of a stamped handle
belonging to a Paros amphora (Kay 2007, 177).

In 2005, two more human graves were found. Both were
in pits round in plan (fig. 6), one of them with an undercut
(fig. 7/1). The filling of the pits is noteworthy, consisting
in the upper part of a layer of clay, and in the lower part
to the bottom of humus.

found the lower jaw of a dog (fig. 7/2). Judging by the items
belonging to the poor inventory (fig. 7/3), both graves
belong to the Getae culture.

Most likely, the human burials are connected with the rite
of sacrifice, which was often practiced by the Thracian
tribes (Sirbu 1994, 84-101). On the other hand, the death
of people may have occurred as a result of a military
attack. A similar version is held by some researchers of
early Scythian sites of the Middle Dnieper Region (®ianko,
Bontpuk 2003, 78). There is also an opinion regarding

the “criminal” nature of the individuals buried inside
settlements, when those punished by death were thrown
into pits together with the rubbish (KpaBueHko 2011, 97).
A very interesting opinion is that the death of these people
could have been the result of an epidemic (bpysaro 2015,
367).

Undoubtedly, further studies of anthropological materials
from the settlement of Chobruchi will make it possible

to clarify not only their dating, but also to determine the
nature of the burials.

The main purpose of this article is the anthropological
analysis of human skeletons from the excavations of 2005.
It should also be noted that a small quantity of human
bones was found during the excavation of the cultural layer
of the settlement’.

Age and sex estimates of the examined individuals were
made according to standard anthropological methods

! It was not possible to establish the sex and age due to the reduced
number and poor preservation of bones. Nevertheless, it was determined
that the human bones from the cultural layer belonged to two individuals.

(Buikstra, Ubelake 1994; White, Folkens 2005). Estimation
of age of the deceased was done through assessment of
cranial suture closure and tooth wear. Sex was estimated
based on the morphology of the skulls and pelvis. The
Trotter and Gleser method (1952) was used to determine
the stature of individuals.

The expertise includes 4 areas of analysis: 1) dental
pathology (caries and alveolar bone disease), 2) stress
indicators (enamel hypoplasia, cribra orbitalia and porotic
hyperostis), 3) trauma (skeletal evidence of fractures), and
4) physical stress (Schmorl’s nodes and osteophytes).

Each skeleton was studied separately, using the
anthropological materials available for analysis. Frontal,
occipital, femoral and humeral bones, parietal and right
zygomatics, large tibia, and bones of hands and feet were
taken as samples. In addition, cervical, thoracic and lumbar
vertebrae, lower jaws, clavicles, scapula, knee cups, ribs,

etc. were studied. It was found that the degree of bone
preservation is good.

As a result of the analysis it was established that the
skeletons from both graves belonged to women of 40 to 60
years old. The height ranged from 145 to 156 cm. It should
be noted that pathological changes were detected in both
cases. There was a lesion, possibly post-traumatic (fig. 8),
on one of the phalanges of the finger of the hand at the
skeleton from burial No. 1. On the shaft of the mandible
(skeleton from grave No. 2) from the buccal side, below the
socks of the lower second premolars a fistula was observed.
Dental caries is present on the lower right second molar.

Prevalence of caries and stress indicators are shown in the
table below.

There is no doubt that the anthropological studies of
skeletons from the Chobruchi settlement excavations
deserve close attention. Unfortunately, we have a small
amount of source material, this situation excluding the
possibility of the fully studying a number of important
aspects (diseases and cause of death, race and/or
ethnicity)?. It is necessary to investigate not isolated finds,
but whole anthropological collections for more reliable
results. Only materials from the funerary complexes can
provide such a possibility. Unfortunately, this kind of source
is still absent up to present. The research and further study
of the cemetery of the Chobruchi settlement in connection
to this problem should become one of the priority tasks for
researchers.
